S : * 1965 — Parks encompassed three
undeveloped areas and a county beach;
operating budget was $10,000, attendance
averaged 950,000 annually.
* 1978 — A $73 million bond issue,
supplemented by an additional $7 million
in state and federal grants, was used to
expand Parks.
* 1989 — Environmentally Sensitive Lands
bond allocated $75 million to purchase
more than |,100 acres of best remaining
natural area sites in Broward.
* 2000 — Parks had grown to |5 regional
and |5 neighborhood parks; Safe Parks and
Land Preservation Bond Referendum
authorized $200 million toward restoring
the 44-year-old park system, $200 million
toward preserving and reclaiming remaining
natural lands throughout the county.
* 2009 — State-mandated budget cuts
forced Parks to close all but four regional
parks one day a week. :
* 201 1 - Authorization obtained to reopen 3%

When you look at Broward County today,
with its urban sprawl of 31 cities with a
total population of more than 1.8 million,
it’s hard to believe there was ever a time
when the county was undeveloped — when
the idea of a county park system seemed
farfetched. In February 1956, however, the !
Broward County Commission realized a ™
boom was under way — the population had
grown by almost | | | percent from 1940
to 1950 — and so the Parks and Recreation
Division was established to anticipate
future needs.
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The era’s growth was phenomenal, with
population expanding by nearly 300
percent in the 1950s and more than 85
percent in the '60s. In the 1970s, '80s, and
'90s, growth continued, at rates of more
than 64, 23, and 29 percent, respectively,
before tapering to 7.7 percent from 2000
to 2010. Broward is now the 18th most
populous county in the country.
